Team Journal — Day 12
Mond ay 3" April

We had a reasonably leisurely start today. The pairs competition started at 9.30.
When we arived at the range we found a stiff breeze blowing down the range. It
started ou as a left wind - blowing over the shoater's left shouder but by the time we
got back to 900m there was a quick-moving fishtail (left 3 to right 3). The briskness
of the wind gave two besdngs: first the mosquitoes which we met yesterday had
either been bown away or were dinging to a blade of grassand second it kept us
reasonably codl under the strong Bloemfontein sun.

The pacewas st
ealy onby Richard Shouer who pu down avery good 50.8t 300m (the SA v-bull is
smaller than the NRA equivaent). At 900m it was his team mete, Jeremy Langley,
who shore with a 55.5in the very tricky wind condtions described above. This
pairing also achieved the highest score of the GB team pairs with 203.20.

After abre&k for lunch there was the teams-of-four match. The teans were created in
the simplest fashion by conjoining pairs from the morning. The format of the
competition was otherwise exadly the same. Top d the GB pile & our return to
300m was Nigel Ball with another 50.8to match Rick's of this morning. At 900m it
was Richard Jeens' turn to equal the high score of the morning - he scored 55.5.

When it came to the results of the foursomes match as far as the GB teans were
concerned (the South African scores have yet to be revealed to us) the pairing of



Shouer and Langley were again in the limelight, with the Newcastle pair of Jonathan
Holmes and your correspordent making up the team, with a total of 408.35. Pipped
into second pgace by a mere 3 v-bulls, was the team of Tremlett, Dix, Jeens and
Holden.

Looking at the aggregate scores of the team members it was Jeremy who had pu in
the steadiest performance, dropping only 4 padnts for a 206.21. Second onthe
honous role was Richard Jeens (204.15 with Nick Tremlett and Nigel Ball close on
his hedswith 203.1%ad.

Shoating finished at abou 4 pm. We then had an opportunity to socialise with our
South African friends over a wld beer in the range bar while we waited for the
officia rifle-weighing to start at 5 pm. Certification d the rifles took abou 1 hou,
Thereafter there was, in no mrticular order, shoppng to be dore & the locd
supermarket (keeping those orphans fed), tomorrow's bullets to be pushed, dnner to
be foundand eaen and so on.
